The  first  event  on  the  2007  ADG  Tour
was in Canberra on Sunday 25th

February at the picturesque Eddison
Park course. The event was held over 2
rounds on the classic layout.
14  players  made  it  a  close  competition
with tight scoring at the top and further
down the field.
At  the  top  it  came  down  to  a  playoff
between  Kurt  Karlsson  and  Tim
Marchbank  after  they  were  tied  at  110
after  the  two  rounds.  On  the  playoff
hole, both players opted to go right.
Kurt’s drive hit trees early, while Tim
parked his to set up for an easy 2. Kurt
missed his long attempt at a two, giving
Tim the win – his first ever over Kurt.

1st Perth Open
The  2nd event  on  the  Tour  was  held  in  Perth  over  the  weekend  of
March 10th &  11th.  After  temperatures  of  40ºC  during  the  week,  it
cooled  down  enough  over  the  weekend  for  perfect  disc  golf
conditions to welcome the competitiors.
The  event  attracted  good  numbers  from  the  local  disc  golf  and
Ultimate players. A few brave souls made the journey from the east,
and  were  greeted  with  mix  of  great  weather,  competition  and
hospitality from the locals.
The  event,  3  rounds  over  the  two  days,  utilised  the  existing  Perth
course, a temp course and the newest course in Australia at “The
Maze”.
The competition was tight at the top in
both the Open and Advanced divisions,
with  scores  tied  after  two  rounds  in
Open, and a play-off required in
Advanced to determine the placings.
The event also saw the first Ace in ADG
competition with David Bandy getting a
hole-in-one on Hole 4 at The Maze. That
was his 2nd of the day, after he aced the
same hole during practice only 30min
earlier!
TD Chris Himing worked hard to make it
an event to remember and by all
accounts he succeeded, already making
the  2008  event  a  must  for  those  that
made the effort to travel to the event this year.
