A-tier tour events announced. Refer to annual report. 

ADGC will be held in NSW in November.
General Discussion
a. EDGE program 
Jay Reading (EDGE): Goal of the program is growth in courses and players. Following on from Tasmanian visit they now have a school program. In Queensland they traveled to 12 schools and saw 2125 kids in 10 days.   This included a trip to Roma where Bruce and Tim are keen to put a course. Need to invest in community outreach as well as courses so people know what is going on. 
Marco Polo grant provided $5000 from PDGA. This funded 9 innova baskets, 15 traveller baskets and 300 innova discs divided into 5 packages.
Vote for ADG to cover expenses for the drivers worth $300. Approved unanimously.

b. ADG membership number merge with AFDA 
Emma Briggs(AFDA): AFDA is governing body of all disc sports in Australia. A merge of the member lists will benefit the AFDA in increasing numbers and the ADG in access to potential grants through incorporated state organisations. 
Neil Roberts said we would have to have more coordination between the organizations for example when applying for grants. Bruce McNaughton said that the AFDA organizes the insurance however disc golf is a different demographic to ultimate players.

c. PDGA membership requirements for A-tier events

If player is not a PDGA member after 2 years of playing then they are required to play in the open division. For PDGA members the ratings cutoff for divisions is 850 MR, 935 MA and 800 FA.
Rhys asked about possibility of having an intermediate division. Neil suggested this could occur at ADGC but not for smaller tournaments.

d. ADG tour division change

Proposal: If player moves up a division during the year their tour division also changes. 15-20 people changed divisions during the year. This was a problem this year as the ADGC was played on different layouts for different divisions. In the future if players change divisions then their tour division will also change. This will not apply to people who play up a division at an event because there are not enough players for their division to be included. 
Kris suggested that a player be allowed to earn points in multiple divisions.
Is this going ahead or more discussion needed?
e. Review of ADG A-Tier event awarding process
Proposal: To allow state who held event in that month the previous year the right of refusal for events wanting that month the following year. 

Decision to allow dates to be resolved by the board. 

f. Conflict of interest policy
Richard Sampson: Conflict of interest policy currently being drafted in order to protect the integrity of the board. Board members will need to declare COIs when they arise. 

g. Website update and request for content
New website almost ready for launch. Need people to add content. Each state can have a communications manager who can add content eg tournament reports. Will use facebook as a forum for discussions.
